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The illustration shows the impact site of the Chicxulub object at 30° North, which would result in a
physical antipode of 30° South,

Because the impact is off-center, the centerline of the high pressure shock wave energy will go right
through the liquid core of the Earth. This means that there will be more energy coming around the solid
core from that side than from the other side.
